2. What is his name in other languages?- Persian- Khshayarsha,Greek-Xerxes, Hebrew- Ahasuerus
3. How many provinces did he rule?- 127, stretching from India to Cush
4. Where was the royal throne?- citadel of susa
5. When did the king give a banquet & who did he invite?- 3rd year of his reign, invited nobles, officials, military leaders of Persia and Media, the princes & nobles of the provinces

6. How many days was the excibition on?- 180 days
7. What did he do for 180 days?- he displayed the vast wealth of his kingdom & the splendor & glory of his majesty

13. Who was the queen during this banquet? – Queen Vashti
14. Did queen Vashti also give a banquet for the women in the royal palace of King Xerxes.- True

23. How did the king & nobles react to Memukan’s advice?- were pleased with this advice, so the king did as Memukan proposed.He sent dispatches to all parts of the kingdom, to each province in its own script and to each people in their own language

24. What was the decree about?- every man should be ruler over his own household, using his native tongue.

2. How far did Mordecai go with sack cloth & why?-   as far as the king’s gate, because no one clothed in sackcloth was allowed to enter it
3. How did the Jews react to the decree?- there was great mourning among the Jews, with fasting, weeping and wailing. Many lay in sackcloth and ashes.

4. Who told Queen Esther about Mordecai?- Esther’s eunuchs and female attendants
5. What was Esther’s reaction about Mordecai?- she was in great distress
6. Who did Esther summon to find whats wrong with Mordecai?- Hathak, king’s eunchs
7. How did Esther react to Mordecai’s action(sackcloth)?- She sent clothes for him to put on instead of his sackcloth but he would not accept them. Then Esther summoned Hathak, one of the king’s eunuchs assigned to attend her, and ordered him to find out what was troubling Mordecai and why.
8. Did Mordecai accept the clothes that Esther sent?-No
9. Where did Hathak go to meet Mordecai?- in the open square of the city in front of the king’s gate
10. What did Mordecai tell Hathak?- 

· Mordecai told him everything that had happened to him, including the exact amount of money Haman had promised to pay into the royal treasury for the destruction of the Jews. 

· He also gave him a copy of the text of the edict for their annihilation, which had been published in Susa, to show to Esther and explain it to her, 
· He told him to instruct her to go into the king’s presence to beg for mercy and plead with him for her people.
11. What would happen to any man or woman who approaches the king in the inner court without being summoned the king?- they be put to death unless the king extends the gold scepter to them and spares their lives.
12. How many days have passed since Esther was called by the King?-30 days

13. What did Mordecai tell for Esther remaining silient?- if you remain silent at this time, relief and deliverance for the Jews will arise from another place, but you and your father’s family will perish.
14. What was Mordecai answer when Esther told she was not summoned for the passed 30 days?- Do not think that because you are in the king’s house you alone of all the Jews will escape. 14 For if you remain silent at this time, relief and deliverance for the Jews will arise from another place, but you and your father’s family will perish.
