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Pastor’s Message 
 It is another month and  our God is 
good . We a ll experienc ed His 
goodness in some way or another. 
When the Psa lmist experienc ed the 
goodness of God he was litera lly 
wa lking through the darkest va lleys 
in his life. Some of us might have 
experienc ed the same in the last 
month. But our God is the same 
yesterday, today and  forever. I 
would  like to c ontinue on what I 
wrote in the last issue regard ing 
c onvic tion, whic h is the essentia l for 
sa lva tion. Convic tion is a  work of the 
Holy Sp irit and  c omes only through 
the power of the Holy Sp irit. 
Convic tion c omes through the 
p roc lama tion of God ’s Word . The 
Holy Sp irit uses God ’s Word  to revea l 

when the lost responds, he ga ins 
sa lva tion. The Convic tion of the 
Redeemed draws the believer bac k 
to Ca lvary and  the believer regains 
fellowship  with the Lord . When I say 
‘Ca lvary’  I mean tha t, Ca lvary is the 
ONLY p lac e for anyone to rec eive 
the benefits of the fellowship  with our 
God . In Ac ts 4:12 Peter makes it very 
c lear, “ Neither is there sa lva tion in 
any other: for there is none other 
name under heaven g iven among 
men, whereby we must be saved.”

Convic tion 
p rec edes 
Sa lva tion/ Reviva l. It is c onvic tion tha t 
c auses one to rea lize tha t he or she 
is separa ted  from being in a  right 
rela tionship  with God. Unless a  sinner 
repents, he will stand  c ondemned  
before God and  will be lost forever. "I 
tell you, nay: but, exc ep t ye repent, 
ye sha ll a ll likewise perish." Luke 13:5 
(KJV) 
 
Before there c an be true 
repentanc e, a  sinner must have an 
understand ing and  
ac knowledgement tha t he is guilty 
of sin ac c ompanied  by a  god ly 
sorrow. Convic tion of sin b rings a 
man to an awareness of this 
hopeless, help less c ond ition. There 
a re two types of b ib lic a l convic tion, 
the c onvic tion of the lost and  the 
c onvic tion of the redeemed. In the 
c onvic tion of the lost, the Lord  d raws 
the lost to the foot of Ca lvary and  

sin. In a  true 
reviva l, Christians 
a re a lways 
b rought under 
c onvic tion seeing 
their sinfulness and  

separa tion from God . “ Woe is me! 
For I am undone; bec ause I am a  
man of unc lean lips, and  I dwell in 
the midst of a  peop le of unc lean lips: 
for mine eyes have seen the King, 
the LORD of hosts”  Isa iah 6:5 (KJV). 
 
Convic tion is an awareness of your 
sinfulness, of God ’s righteousness 
and  the grea t gulf tha t separa tes 
the two. On the day of Pentec ost, 
the peop le listening to Peter were 
c onvic ted . They were washed in a 
sense of guilt and  were ready to 
yield  c ompletely to God  and  so 
c ried , “ Wha t sha ll we do?”  to whic h 
Peter’ s rep ly was to repent and  
c ome to Christ. Respond to God  
working in your heart today! Amen.

get on with our life or we could  sta rt 
p raying for our neighbors, some of 
whom truly believe tha t they a re in 
the right pa th. You c ould  p ray for 
non-Christians a t home but when 
you see them in person and  see their 
sinc erity you will need  a heart of 
steel to not feel the pain. Well tha t’ s 
what this ministry is about. 
 
Below is a  paraphrased version of 
the interview I had  with Bro. Aram 
and Bro. Kanagara j sometime bac k. 
 
Preethi: For those of us who don’ t 
know muc h about this ministry, what 
is “ Temple Prayer” ? 
Aram/ Kanagara j: We used  to p ray 
on Saturdays in Aram’s offic e and 
then go to the Lemont temp le and  
p ray there. Now we go to the 
temple on Sunday mornings 
between 8 and  10. We pray tha t 
God will b reak the bonds of sp iritua l 
darkness tha t surrounds Chic ago. 
 
Preethi: Wha t is the motiva tion for this 
ministry? 
Aram/ Kanagara j: When the Israelites 
marc hed a round Jericho for seven 
days the wa lls c ame c rashing down 
a t their shout. Tha t’ s our motiva tion. 
We believe we c an b reak the wa ll 
tha t b linds the eyes of peop le 
through our p rayer. We were a lso 
inspired  by the Friday night p rayer 
and  words of enc ouragement from 
some visiting speakers. 
 
Preethi: Have you fac ed  any 
d iffic ulties? 
Aram/ Kanagara j: Not d irec tly, but 
we went through job  and  financ ia l 
stress a round the time the ministry 

You should  read  “ This Present 
Darkness”  by Frank E. Peretti to fully 
understand  the importanc e and 
need for this powerful ministry. The 
book dea ls with sp iritua l warfa re and  
the necessity of p rayer. Well, you 
c ould  read  the b ib le but… 
 
Temple p rayer was sta rted  in July of 
2003 by Bro. Aram, Bro. Dora i and 
Bro. Kanagara j. They sta rted  by 
p raying for a  c oup le of hours in the 
Lemont temp le, a  Hindu temple in 
the west suburb  of Chic ago.  
 
When Paul went through Athens, he 
was d istressed  to see the c ity full of 
idols. He reasoned with the peop le in 
the market p lac e everyday till a  few 
bec ame believers. When you meet 
non-Christians a re you d istressed  to 
see them believing in a  fa lse hope? 
Do you feel the urge to tell them the 
truth? Is there a  burden in your 
heart? Try visiting them in a  temple. 
Wa tc h them relig iously perform their 
ritua ls as they go a round their gods, 
c hant mantras and  offer c oc onuts. 
Are you anguished to see your 
neighbor living in darkness or a re you 
smug?  
 
We c ould  do one of two things. We 
c ould  thank God for his grac e and

sta rted . These d ra ined  us sp iritua lly. 
Our b iggest c ha llenge is our sp iritua l 
strength. Tha t’ s why we fast and  
p ray before we go to the temple. 
 
Preethi: Have you seen any fruits in 
the ministry? 
Aram/ Kanagara j: It is a  sp iritua l 
warfa re. The c ost and  benefit a re 
sp iritua l. We believe tha t our ministry 
will be fruitful. As a  side note, we 
were delighted  to see the temp le 
p riest’ s c hild ren studying in a 
Christian sc hool. 
 
Preethi: What is your p lan for the 
c oming years? 
Aram/ Kanagara j: We p lan to sta rt 
p rayer in more temples. 
 
Preethi: Do you have any needs? 
Aram/ Kanagara j: Prayer is our only 
need. Anyone who has a  burden for 
lost souls c an p ray with us. 
 
Paul a fter writing to the Ephesians 
about the Armor of God urged  the 
believers to “ Pray a lso for me, tha t 
whenever I open my mouth, words 
may be g iven me so tha t I will 
fearlessly make known the mystery of 
the gospel”  Eph 6:19 (NIV) 

Long long ago, but not very long 
ago, sixty years ago to be exac t; on 
August 15, 1947 Ind ia ga ined  
independenc e from its British rulers.  
 
The freedom was won a t the c ost of 
many lives. I still remember the stories 
my mother used  to  tell me, as a  kid , 
about the freedom fighters. When I 
was in sc hool, I used  to wake up 
early on Independenc e Day, to get 
ready for the NCC drill and  marc h-
past. I remember g iving the sa lute of 
honor to the c hief guests. I a lso have 
fond  memories of ea ting spec ia l 
sweets and  p roud ly wearing the tri-
c olor flag of Ind ia  on my shirt.  
 
As a  kid , I never rea lized  what others 
had  sac rific ed , for me to enjoy tha t 
moment of happ iness. Now as a  
grown-up , I rea lize and  apprec ia te 
the sac rific es others have made for 
me. William D. Gann, a  famous 
financ ia l market trader says tha t new 
genera tion of human beings tend  to  
forget what their forefa thers d id  for 
them 30 years ago. Going by tha t 
sta tement, it is p lausib le to say tha t 
a t least two genera tions have 
forgotten the sac rific es made 60 
years ago.  
 
As in a ll c ountries, there a re still many 
in Ind ia  who struggle for basic  
nec essities, the very nec essities Jesus 
tells us not to worry about! Will they 
be c elebra ting on this 
Independenc e Day? As a  Christian, 
it is not only my duty to help  others 
experienc e freedom from sin but 
a lso the muc h rea l ec onomic  and  
soc ia l freedom. Let us work, to b ring 
about tha t moment of c hange, 
when earthly bondage d isappears 
and  freedom in Christ begins.

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The writer of this hymn, Fanny 
Crosby, lived  to be a lmost ninety-five 
years of age and  during tha t time 
penned the staggering tota l of over 
eight thousand sac red  songs and  
hymns inc lud ing a ll time favorites like 
“ Sa fe in the a rms of Jesus” , “ Rescue 
the Perishing”  and  “ Blessed  
Assuranc e” . What is even more 
remarkab le is the fac t tha t this grea t 
life©s work was ac c omplished  without 
the a id  of eyesight.  
 
The story behind  the writing of 
"Blessed  assuranc e" is simp le, yet 
interesting. One day in 1873, Miss 
Crosby was in the home of her friend 
Mrs. Joseph F. Knapp. In the Knapp 
home was insta lled  what was 
believed  to be the la rgest p ipe 
organ ever p lac ed  in a  p riva te 
dwelling. However, on this partic ular 
day Mrs. Knapp c a lled  her guest 
over to the p iano to listen to a  new 
melody she had  just c omposed . 
After p laying the tune a  few times 
she asked, “ What do you think the 
tune says?” , "Blessed  assuranc e Jesus 
is mine", answered  Crosby, and  in a  
very short time a  new sac red  song 
was born. 
 
"This is my story, this is my song, 
Pra ising my Savior a ll the day long" 
 
Everyday, I see peop le a round me 
longing to ‘belong’  to a  c erta in 
group , longing to  be like other 
peop le, longing to ac quire materia l 
possessions. I have many a  times 
found myself in this frag ile struggle. 
This c omfort in this hymn and the 
p romise in Romans 8:35 b rought me 
to a  rea lity tha t the ‘ rea l’  belonging 
tha t c annot be taken away is our 
rela tionship with ‘ Jesus’ . Being 
c ontent with just ‘ this sense of 
belonging’  is the grea test c omfort
